A Unified Direction for Intellectual Property — Sweden’s Strategy for Innovation and
Competitiveness

The Swedish government has presented the report A Unified Direction for Intellectual Property,
a strategy aimed at strengthening Sweden’s capacity for innovation, creativity, and international
competitiveness. The report emphasizes that intellectual property is no longer only a legal issue,
but also a central part of Sweden’s economic development and future growth.

Intellectual property concerns the protection of ideas, innovations, and creative works through
mechanisms such as patents, trademarks, design protection, and copyright. According to the
government, strong protection of intellectual assets is essential for encouraging companies and
researchers to invest in new ideas and technological solutions. Intellectual property is also
viewed as an important factor in attracting investment and maintaining Sweden’s position as a
leading innovation-driven country.

The report highlights three major focus areas. The first concerns the strategic management of
intellectual assets.

The government believes
that awareness and understanding of intellectual property rights need to improve both within the
education system and the business sector. Small and medium-sized enterprises in particular
require better support in understanding how intellectual property can be used as a tool for growth
and innovation.

The third focus area is stronger dialogue and cooperation between different actors. The
government aims to create a more coordinated approach involving public agencies, universities,
research institutions, and businesses. Through closer collaboration, Sweden hopes to strengthen
its innovation ecosystem and make it easier to develop and protect new ideas.

The report also highlights several important investments in research and innovation. These
include initiatives related to artificial intelligence, digitalization, and advanced technology
research. Authorities such as the Swedish Intellectual Property Office (PRV) and Vinnova are
given important roles in supporting innovation and spreading knowledge about intellectual
property rights.

At the same time, the government identifies several challenges. Digitalization and the rapid
development of Al are creating new questions concerning copyright and the protection of
intellectual assets. Illegal IPTV services and piracy are also described as growing problems that
threaten creative industries and rights holders. In addition, increasing global competition places
greater demands on Sweden’s ability to quickly develop and protect innovation.

In conclusion, the government presents intellectual property as a strategic issue for Sweden’s
future. By strengthening the protection of innovation and improving cooperation between the



state, academia, and industry, Sweden aims to create better conditions for sustainable growth,
research, and international competitiveness. The report clearly demonstrates that intellectual
property plays a crucial role in Sweden’s future development and economic strength.

IFIM (Institute for Intellectual Property and Market Law) warmly welcome this strategic
initiative by the Swedish government. We believe that stronger cooperation between academia,
public authorities, and industry is essential for the future development of innovation and
intellectual property policy in Sweden. We also anticipate being an active partner in these
important discussions and collaborations, contributing with legal research, academic expertise,
and interdisciplinary perspectives on the evolving challenges of intellectual property,in among
others, life sciences, digitalization, and artificial intelligence.

En samlad inriktning for immaterialritt — Sveriges strategi for innovation och
konkurrenskraft

Den svenska regeringen har presenterat rapporten En samlad inriktning for immaterialrditt, en
strategi som syftar till att stirka Sveriges innovationsforméga, kreativitet och internationella
konkurrenskraft. Rapporten betonar att immaterialrétt inte ldngre enbart dr en juridisk fraga, utan
dven en central del av Sveriges ekonomiska utveckling och framtida tillvaxt.

Immaterialritt handlar om att skydda idéer, innovationer och kreativa verk genom exempelvis
patent, varumdrken, designskydd och upphovsritt. Regeringen menar att ett starkt skydd for
immateriella tillgdngar dr avgorande for att foretag och forskare ska vaga investera i nya idéer
och tekniska 16sningar. Immaterialrétten ses ocksé som en viktig faktor for att attrahera
investeringar och stirka Sveriges position som ett ledande innovationsland.

I rapporten lyfts tre centrala fokusomraden fram. Det forsta handlar om strategisk hantering av
immateriella tillgdngar. Foretag, universitet och forskningsinstitutioner ska bli béttre pa att
identifiera, skydda och anvidnda innovationer pa ett strategiskt sitt. Méalet ar att fler
forskningsresultat ska kunna utvecklas till produkter, tjinster och foretag som starker svensk
konkurrenskraft.

Det andra fokusomrédet dr 6kad kunskap om immaterialritt. Regeringen anser att forstaelsen for
immaterialritt behover stiarkas bade inom utbildningssystemet och i niringslivet. Sarskilt sma
och medelstora foretag behover bittre stod for att kunna anvdnda immaterialrétt som ett verktyg
for tillvixt och innovation.

Det tredje fokusomradet ar stirkt dialog och samverkan mellan olika aktorer. Regeringen vill
skapa ett mer samordnat arbete mellan myndigheter, universitet, forskningsinstitutioner och
foretag. Genom narmare samarbete hoppas man kunna stirka Sveriges innovationssystem och
gora det enklare att utveckla och skydda nya idéer.

Rapporten lyfter d&ven fram flera viktiga satsningar inom forskning och innovation. Bland annat
ndmns investeringar inom artificiell intelligens, digitalisering och avancerad teknisk forskning.
Myndigheter som Patent- och registreringsverket (PRV) och Vinnova fér viktiga roller i arbetet
med att stddja innovation och sprida kunskap om immaterialritt.

Samtidigt pekar regeringen pd flera utmaningar. Digitaliseringen och den snabba utvecklingen av
Al skapar nya frigor kring upphovsritt och skydd av immateriella tillgangar. Illegal IPTV och
piratkopiering beskrivs ocksa som vixande problem som hotar kreativa branscher och
rattighetsinnehavare. Dessutom 6kar den globala konkurrensen, vilket stiller hogre krav pa
Sveriges forméga att snabbt utveckla och skydda innovationer.

Avslutningsvis framhéller regeringen att immaterialrétt dr en strategisk framtidsfraga for Sverige.
Genom att stirka skyddet for innovationer och forbittra samarbetet mellan stat, akademi och
néringsliv vill man skapa béttre forutsittningar for hillbar tillvéixt, forskning och internationell
konkurrenskraft. Rapporten visar tydligt att immaterialrétt spelar en avgorande roll for Sveriges
framtida utveckling och ekonomiska styrka.
